How to Put Subtitles into a Real Video File

1. If you have a video called 01.rmvb

2. You will need to create a new blank text files 

a. 01.smil 

3. Use notepad to open up 01.smil and add in the following text.
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4. You should be able to edit the video src area with the name of the real video file you want to view

5. You should be able to put in the subtitled text (01.rt) inside of the textstream src.

6. Obviously you can change where the text is displayed as well.  Just play with some of the settings in the layout region.

7. The 01.rt file is created using subtitle workshop and opening up the .srt or .ssa file you downloaded and created and saving it as a Real Time file.  The program I used is Subtitle Workshop.

8. You should placed both of these files (01.rt and 01.smil) inside of the same directory as the movie (01.rmvb)

9. Double click on the 01.smil file and it should launch real player and you should be able to watch the real video with subs.
